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FOREWORD

The Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT), responding to the need to adjust the compiled
price indices to the changing economic and social conditions, has proceeded to the revision of
the (national) Consumer Price Index, with new base year 2009=100,0.

The Consumer Price Index compiled so far with base year 2005=100,0 was based on the
results of the Household Budget Survey (HBS), which had been conducted by ELSTAT during
2004/05. Yet, the HBS conducted in 2008 identified significant changes in the composition of the
household consumption expenditure. As a result, it was deemed necessary to revise and adjust
the Consumer Price Index to the most up-to-date composition of consumption, as well as to the
contemporary socio-economic conditions.

The revision tasks, i.e. the selection and classification of items, the calculation of the weighting
coefficients, the computation of the Index, etc. were notified to and approved by a special
committee, which was established for this very purpose. This Committee consists of ELSTAT
officials, scientists, experts, as well as representatives from other agencies and bodies.

We believe that the new revised Consumer Price Index, adjusted to the latest consumption
expenditure of the private households of the Country, reflects more accurately the changes over
time in the prices of consumer goods and services.

REVISION OF THE CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

1. Introduction

The Consumer Price Index (CPl) measures the impact of
the retail prices changes on the expenditure for the pur-
chase of goods and services which compose the "household
basket".

The compilation of a national price index, which meets the
requirements of the present consumption structure of the
Greek economy, is necessary for the country for a number of
reasons, the most important being the need to identify the
changes in the value of money.

Following the Treaty establishing the European Union
(EU) and the Treaty on Economic Monetary Union (EMU),
the Consumer Price Index has being used for assessing one
of the EMU convergence criteria, i.e. price stability. To this
end, EU Member States compile the Harmonized Indices of
Consumer Prices, aiming at providing comparable data for
international comparisons of inflation.

The Consumer Price Index has being compiled in Greece
since 1924. More specifically, in 1924 the National Bank of
Greece began compiling the "Cost of Living Index"; then, in
1931 the General Statistical Service of the Ministry of Com-
merce began compiling the "Cost of Living Price Index" for
44 cities. In 1938 the Bank of Greece compiled the "Cost of
Living Price Index for Athens". From 1959 until 2000, the
National Statistical Service of Greece (NSSG) had been
compiling the "Consumer Price Index for the Greek urban
areas". The Consumer Price Index in Greece is revised at
regular time intervals, on the basis of the results of the latest
Household Budget Survey (HBS). From 2001 onwards, this
Index was extended from the urban areas to the whole
country.

It is worth mentioning that since 1959 the Index, compiled
by the Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT former NSSG),
is called "Consumer Price Index", following the proposal of
the UN International Labour Office on the replacement of the
previous term "Cost of Living Index", which was approved by
the 6th Conference of Statistical Representatives of Member
States (1947).

2. Purpose and use of the Consumer Price Index

The Consumer Price Index is a statistical measure which
reflects the evolution of prices only for a specific, as con-
cerns quantity and quality, set of goods and services pur-
chased by the households, during the conduct period of the
Household Budget Survey.

The purpose of the Consumer Price Index is to measure
the changes in the general price level of goods and services,
which compose the "basket" of the average household.

The Consumer Price Index counts many uses the most
important of which are the following:
a) The estimation of the purchasing power of money.
b) The calculation of the real wages'and salaries.

c) The readjustment of wages, salaries and other com-
mitments arising from contracts, compensations, etc.

d) The readjustment of rents-(according to law No 2741/1999).

3. The Household Budget Survey

The Consumer Price Index is based on the results of the
Household Budget Survey, which is conducted by ELSTAT
on a sample of households from all over the country.

The HBS aims at collecting information on the consum-
ption habits of the households throughout the country. More
specifically, the HBS data refer to all private households
(Greek and foreign), irrespective of their size, composition
and the financial or social situation of the head of the house -
hold. The households’ expenditures for goods and services
figure in the compiled HBS tables as monthly averages of
the total of the households of each group, whether all of the
households of a group have reported any expenditures for
the corresponding goods and services or not. The above-
mentioned monthly expenditures are broken down by varia -
bles such as : type of area where the household is located
(urban, semi-urban, rural), household size (number of
households’ members), value of purchases and finally some
characteristics of the household’s head (age, profession,
etc).

It should be noted that the HBS does not cover the various
types of collective households (hospitals, homes for elderly
persons, boarding schools, etc.) and the foreign visitors
(tourists) in Greece.

The latest HBS was conducted during the period January —
December 2008 and it is the first annual HBS conducted by
ELSTAT. This survey covered all the regions of the country
(urban, semi-urban and rural). The HBS sampling fraction
was 1%. and yielded a total sample of 3.500 households.
The multistage stratified area sampling method was imple-
mented for the selection of the sample of households.

The Consumer Price Index meets its purpose provided the
composition of consumption (consumption pattern) has not
changed significantly in the course of time. Otherwise, the
index does not fulfill its mission and has to be revised.

The main purpose of the revisions of the CPI is the adjust-
ment of the weights and the renewal of the sample of items
(goods and services), which are included in the Index, taking
into account the most up-to-date composition of consum-
ption, which is based on the results of the latest HBS.

In accordance with international statistical standards and
practices, the Index is revised whenever significant changes
in the consumption pattern are observed. It is advisable to
precede to such a revision every five or, at most, seven
years.

The task of the CPI revision in Greece is assigned to the
Committee for the Revision of the CPI, which is established
to this end. This Committee consists of ELSTAT officials as
well as representatives from other agencies and bodies.
More specifically, there are representatives of the Ministry of
Finance, the Ministry of Competitiveness, the Bank of
Greece, the Hellenic Federation of Enterprises (SEV), the
General Confederation of Greek Workers (GSEE) and the
Civil Servants’ Confederation (ADEDY), as well as experts.
A representative of the academic community is appointed
President of the Committee.

For the revision of the CPI, the Committee took into
account the international practices, as well as the metho-
dology for the compilation of the Harmonized Index of
Consumer Prices in the EU Member States, as set out in the
relevant Council and Commission Regulations.

The previous Consumer Price Index (with base year
2005=100,0) was based on the composition of consumption
expenditure of the private households of the country, accor-
ding to the 2004/05 HBS results. However, in the meantime
the composition of consumption and the living conditions
have changed, due to the changing social and economic
conditions and due to the technological evolution. Therefore,
the CPI revision was deemed necessary in order for the
Index to be adjusted to the new trends of private consum-
ption and the prevailing conditions.

The recent revision of the Consumer Price Index was
based on the results of the 2008 HBS. The revised CPl is a
fixed base index, like the previous one. The new base year
for the revision of the CPI is 2009 (2009=100,0) and not
2008 when the latest HBS had been conducted. This was
deemed necessary so that the base year of the revised CPI
is closer to the year/date when the new CPI data are
published. In order to achieve this goal, the evolution of
prices from 2008 to 2009 was taken into account. The new
CPI, adjusted to the latest consumption expenditure of the
private households of the country, reflects more accurately
the changes over time in the prices of consumer goods and
services, which compose the "basket" of purchases of the
average household.

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5. Geographical and population coverage of the Con-
sumer Price Index

The national Consumer Price Index, with base year
2009=100,0 - similarly to the previous index (with base year
2005=100,0) - refers to the whole of the country, being fully
in line with the national CPI of the other EU Member States,
as well as with the Greek Harmonized Index of Consumer
Prices.

The population coverage of the new CPI remains the
same, as it was for the previous revisions of the index. More
specifically, as regards the weights, the revised CPI covers
only private households since the HBS covers only this kind
of households, leaving out collective households (hospitals,
homes for the elderly, boarding homes, etc.) and foreign
visitors (tourists).

6. Classification of items

The grouping of the items (goods and services) of the
index is in accordance with the international classification
COICOP (Classification of Individual Consumption by
Purpose) and more specifically with the EU classification
COICOP/HICP, which was established to meet the needs of
the Harmonized Indices of Consumer Prices (HICP) of EU
Member States.

More specifically, the grouping of the items of the revised
CPl is in accordance with the COICOP/HICP rev. Dec.99
classification, which is the latest version of the above
COICOP/HICP classification.

After the establishment of the above mentioned classifi-
cation, a system of codes is used for the CPI, both at the
level of basic groups (2-digit breakdown), groups (3-digit
breakdown) and sub-groups (4-digit breakdown) and at the
level of species (5-digit breakdown) and variations of species
(8-digit breakdown).

7. Weights of items

The new weights of items of the revised CPI were based
on the results of the 2008 HBS, after having adjusted the
expenditure data of this survey to the prices of 2009 (base
year of the new CPI).

These weights refer to the average composition of expen-
diture consumption of the total of the private households of
the Country, which was recorded during the conduct period
of the survey. More specifically, the weight of each group,
sub-group and species (of goods and services) represents
the share (%.) of the average household expenditure for this
group, sub-group and species in the total average household
expenditure.

Table 2 illustrates the weights of items based on the 2008
HBS results (adjusted to 2009 prices) expressed in %o, for
the 12 main groups. For comparison purposes, the above-
mentioned table also includes the corresponding weights of
items for the year 2005, which were based on the 2004/05
HBS results.

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8. Geographical areas and price collection cities

Greece is divided into 13 Regions depending on land-
scape (lowland and mountainous areas), geographical
position (continental regions or islands), as well as the level
of economic development. Each Region is characterized,
among others, by uniform price fluctuation in the prices of
goods and services, mostly because of the same specific
conditions prevailing in this region.

It was deemed necessary that the sample of the geogra-
phical coverage of the Consumer Price Index should cover
the abovementioned 13 Regions.

In order to have a representative coverage of all the 13
Regions of Greece (as regards price collection), one or two
price collection cities are selected from each Region, depen-
ding on both the size and particularities of their markets and
the implied cost, with the exception of the Region of Kentriki
Makedonia, where 3 cities are selected.

More specifically, prices are collected in'24 cities; the
markets of these cities are considered to be representative
centres of wider geographic areas.

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9. Population weights

The population weights of the price collection cities are
calculated as percentage (%) share of the population of each
city over the total population of Greece.

It should be noted that for the calculation of the population
weights, besides the population of each city, the population
of the wider geographic area, which the city represents, is
also taken into account.

In general, the population weights are used for the weight-
ing of the individual indices (sub-indices) of the items for
each price collection city, in order to calculate these sub-
indices for the whole Country.

For the weighting of the sub-indices of some items of the
Index (e.g. urban transports), where accurate data on the
local consumption value are available, these data are used
instead of the abovementioned population weights.

The population weights of the revised CPI are based on
the data of the 2001 General Population Census. These
weights, by price collection city, figure in Table 4.

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The prices collection outlets are retail stores and services
enterprises which sell particular species and varieties of
species that are consumed by the majority of households in
the area.

The selected outlets are representative of the branches of
stores in the 24 selected price collection cities where the
households make their purchases.

The representativeness criteria for the selection of the
outlets are the volume of sales, their geographic location and
the availability of items, for which prices are collected, on a
continuous basis. The biggest urban centers of Greece,
Greater Athens and Thessaloniki, are divided into zones
depending on the income of their inhabitants. Therefore, the
price collection outlets in these cities are selected on the
basis of the criterion according to which the consumers from
all income levels are represented.

Neither small stores selling poor quality products nor
luxury stores selling products at exceptionally high prices are
included in the sample of the outlets. Furthermore, prices
are not collected for items sold on street-carts but on the
contrary price collection includes open-air markets but only
for fresh fruit and vegetables.

During the revisions of the Index, the selected outlets of
the sample are reexamined with regard to their representati-
veness. The outlets, which-are still representative of their

not meet any more the criteria according to which they were
selected, are replaced. For the revised CPI, in addition to the
replacement of the non-representative price collection out-
lets, the sample of the outlets was extended (for all the afo-
rementioned cities) in order to address the price collection of
new items and at the same time to enhance the representa-
tiveness of the Index as regards price collection. In this
context, the sample was extended to include new branches
of stores as well as gas stations (in all the cities), aiming at
recording more accurately the changes in the prices of
heating fuel and petrol (unleaded - 95RON and super un-
leaded - 100 RON), taking into account the importance of
these items for the CPI "basket" but also their frequent
prices swings. Furthermore, more prices are collected per
species, for the goods in the supermarkets in the so-called
"small" price collection cities, namely in the six cities with the
smallest population weights, in order to enhance the
completeness of the Index in terms of price collection of the
items in these small markets.

The sample size of outlets, in each price collection city,
depends on the market size (population) of each area. The
total number of outlets for all items included in the Index
(apart from rents) amounts to 5.000 (stores and enter-
prises).

Depending on the items, the outlets are distinguished in
department stores, specialized stores, supermarkets, open-
air markets and services enterprises. For those items whose
prices are fixed by the government (electricity, tickets of
public transport, etc.) the necessary data are collected from
the competent corporations, organizations and agencies.

The rentals refer to a random stratified sample of 3.000
rented dwellings in the whole Country. The calculation of the
sub-index of rents, every month, is based on the rentals of a
rotated sub-sample of about 250 rented dwellings.

11. Selection of items and varieties of items

The purpose of the national Consumer Price Index is to
measure the changes in the general price level of goods and
services reflecting the consumption pattern of the average
household, which is supposed to remain constant until the
next revision of the Index.

In practice, it is impossible to collect retail prices for all the
varieties of goods and services purchased by the house-
holds. Therefore, it is deemed necessary to select a sample
of goods and services, which are representative of all goods
and services, as regards price changes.

The composition of the "household basket", in other words
the selection of the most representative consumer goods
and services which are to be included in the Index, is very
important for monitoring the evolution of consumer prices
every month. To this end an effort was made in order to
include in the new Index all the items (goods and services),
which were considered to be important and representative of
the average household consumption according to the results
both of the 2008 HBS and of a special market survey. In
addition to this, the respective suggestions of the Statistical
Authorities of EU Member States were taken into-account as
regards the new items that they have recently added in
order to renew the "baskets" for the HICP in their countries.

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For each sub-group the necessary number of items was
selected in order to ensure the representativeness of the
individual index of the sub-group. More specifically, all the
items in a sub-group were broken down into small categories
of similar items and then for each category one or more
items were selected, whose price changes reflect the price
changes of all similar items in the category.

The representativeness criterion for the varieties of the
items, according to which they were selected, is based on
the most sold variety in terms of volume rather than in value.

Another selection criterion for the varieties of the items
was the possibility to observe their price changes in the
course of time, as well as their price, which should be affor-
dable by the average consumer.

The total number of consumer goods and services of the
new Consumer Price Index comes to 800 and they are
further broken down into a greater number of varieties. In
comparison with the previous CPI, twenty-six (26) new items
were added, while ten (10) items were deleted.

The breakdown of the above items is shown in Tables |, Il
and Ill of the Annex.

12. Specification

All the items, for which prices are collected, are defined by
the specification, that is the particular characteristics which
determine the quality, get up and identity of goods (such as
brand, variety, weight, packaging, etc.) in order to avoid any
price changes which are due to differences in the specifi-
cation.

Loose item specification means that the specification of
each item is not strictly determined for the whole of the
Country. Thus, the specification may differ not only from one
price collection city to another, but also from one store of the
city to another, since it is determined on the basis of the
economic conditions and the local consumer habits.

13. Price collection

The CPI’s ability to accurately depict the evolution of
prices relies, to a great extend, on the procedure and modes
used for the price collection of goods and services.

The collected prices correspond to the prices actually
faced by the consumer.

The frequency of price collection depends on the nature of
goods and services. For the majority of items, the prices are
collected once a month and these items are called items for
monthly price collection. The prices of fresh vegetables, fruit
and fish are collected more frequently, namely once a week
on a fixed day (Tuesday or Thursday) because the prices of
this group of goods are affected by external factors (weather
conditions). The prices of petrol and heating oil are also
collected more frequently, namely once a week, on a fixed
day (Tuesday or Friday) because their prices depend on the
international prices. The abovementioned items (fresh
products and fuel) are the items for weekly price collection of
the CPI.

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For the items whose prices are fixed by the government
(public utility tariffs, motor vehicle registration fees, road
tolls, tickets of public transports, postal services) and for
some other items (tuition fees, insurance premiums) the
prices are collected once a year (items for yearly price col-
lection). For these items the prices are collected right after
the new prices and tariffs are released and put into force. In
case the prices of these items change and are readjusted
within the same year, their prices are collected again.

For the items whose prices are collected on a monthly
basis, price collection takes place, in general, approximately
in the middle of the month. Yet, for some of these items
namely for items in the supermarkets of the Greater Athens,
prices are collected on a monthly cycle-basis, thus reflecting
the evolution of prices during the whole month (i.e. 1st group
of stores in the 1st week of the month, 2nd group of stores
in the 2nd week, etc.).

There are some items whose prices are the same all over
the Country. The prices of these items are collected only in
Athens and they are broken down into two categories:

a) items whose prices are the same throughout the Country
and are determined by the forces of supply and demand
(cigarettes, motor vehicles, newspapers and magazines,
insurance premium, banking services, etc.). Their prices
are collected on a monthly or yearly basis,

b) items whose prices are the same throughout the country
and are fixed by the government (electricity, motor vehicle
registration fees, road tolls, medicines, postal services).
Their prices are collected on a yearly basis.

It should be noted that the prices for almost all the items
of the Consumer Price Index are collected by means of an
established procedure according to which experienced
employees of ELSTAT pay visits to the price collection
outlets during a specific period of the month (monthly price
collection items) or on a specific day of the week (weekly
price collection items) and record the prices on a specially
designed price collection form. For some items (tuition fees
for private schools, insurance premiums for motor vehicles,
and motorcycles, etc.) the prices are collected via fax or e-
mail, that is to say the surveyed outlets after filling in the
specially designed questionnaires submit them by fax or e-
mail. In addition to all these, during the last years, the prices
of some items are collected though the internet (natural gas
and mobile telephony tariffs, road tolls, air and boat tickets,
etc.).

To ensure the reliability of the collected data concerning
the prices, the data undergo a series of correctness checks
both during their collection and their processing.

The total number of the prices collected for all the items of
the Index by month is 56.100 and their breakdown into the
12 major groups of items figures in Table 5.

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14. Missing prices

The treatment of missing prices depends on the category
of items, for which prices are collected.

For seasonal items (fresh vegetables, fresh fruit, clothing
and footwear, etc.) the standardized method for dealing with
the seasonality of these items is applied.

The treatment of missing prices for the other items de-
pends on the duration of the item’s absence from the outlet.
If the item is absent for a period up to 2 months, then the
price, which will be recorded, is the latest regular price
observed. If the item is absent for more than 2 months, then
the item is replaced, according to the procedure described in
Chapter 15 "substitution of items".

15. Substitution of items

When a specified item (variety) is no longer available in
the market or it is no longer important, in terms of con-
sumption, because of a new variety, then it is substituted by
the item which has taken its place in the market.

The criterion for this substitution depends on the most
sold variety in terms of volume rather than in value for the
specific item in the surveyed outlet.

If the substitute item y, can be compared with the item x,
which is replaced, then an effort is made to estimate
whether the difference in the prices is due to differences in
quality, weight, packaging, etc. and to adjust the price
accordingly, so that the item matches the quality of the
replaced item. However, if the substitute item cannot be
compared with the item, which is replaced, then the prices of
the two items are linked, and a theoretical base price is
calculated for the substitute item.

In particular, the prices for the current month, t, and for the
previous month, t — 1, are collected for the substitute item vy,
and its theoretical base price p;’ , is calculated according to
the following formula:

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17. Seasonality of items
a. Fresh fruit and vegetables

The method applied for dealing with the seasonality of
fresh fruit and vegetables, is the method of changing
weights (seasonal weigths) of the various species of these
goods, according to which the weights of the sub-groups
"fresh fruit" and "fresh vegetables" (on the basis of the HBS)
are constant through a month.

More specifically, the sub-groups "fresh fruit" and "fresh
vegetables" consist of species for which prices are not
collected throughout the year, because of their seasonality
(see Table IV of the Annex). In particular, the composition of
the "household basket" concerning fresh fruit and vegetables
varies from month to month and this is the reason for using
individual "seasonal" weights for these goods.

Monthly value data for the species of fresh fruit and vege-
tables are used for the calculation of the monthly weights. In
particular, these monthly data are the average prices for the
base year and the average monthly quantities of these
species for the two-year period or three-year period, which
are nearest to the base year. More specifically, for the new
Index the following were used: average monthly quantities of
species of fresh fruit and vegetables in the Central Vege-
table Market of Athens during 2008 — 2009, as well as the
average monthly prices of the same species in the Greater
Athens for 2009 (base year of the new CPI).

b. Clothing and footwear

For the new CPI the seasonality of clothing and footwear
is dealt by using the method of class-confined seasonal
weights, which fully meets the requirements of the latest
Commission Regulation No 330/2009 on the "treatment of
seasonal products in the Harmonised Indices of Consumer
Prices (HICP)".

This method allows for zero weights for the products
which are out-of- season and which remain out of the
"basket" (no price data are needed). The prices of the in-
season products (which are in the "basket") are collected
and their weights are based on the respective expenditure
for these items during the months when these products are
available in the market.

The items of clothing and footwear of the CPI, depending
on the time of the year when they are offered the same in
the market, are divided into three groups:

a) clothing and footwear items available only in winter
(winter items),

b) clothing and footwear items available only in summer
(summer items),

c¢) clothing and footwear items available during all of the
year (all-seasons items).

The items of the group (a) and (b) are considered sea-
sonal items.

Prices for the aforementioned seasonal items are collected
during:

— winter items: October — April
— summer items: May — September.

Table V of the Annex shows the time periods when prices

are collected for each of the species of clothing and footwear.

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It should be noted that for the previous CPI, the sea-
sonality of clothing and footwear was dealt with another
method. According to that method all the items of clothing
and footwear remained in the "basket", irrespective of the
season. For the months when the seasonal items of clothing
and footwear were not offered in the market (no price col-
lection needed), the price recorded was the latest regular
price observed. That method does not comply with the pro-
visions of Regulation 330/2009.

18. Offers and discounts

The reductions in the prices of individual products and
services are taken into account for the compilation of the CPI
only in the following cases:

a) the reductions are offered to all potential buyers, without
discrimination,

b) the buyer is aware of these reductions the moment he is
making his purchases,

¢) the reductions can be applied at the moment of the
purchase.

Therefore, reductions due to special offers or sales, which
are offered only to specific consumer groups (e.g. pen-
sioners, cooperative’s members, etc.), are not taken into
account for the compilation of the CPI. Accordingly, special
offers, such as offering another product as a gift, or special
offers on goods close to the expiry date or due to damage
are not taken into account for the compilation of the CPI.

In addition for the compilation of the CPI special offers
available only in some stores (by means of bonus cards or
coupons) are not taken into account because these offers
are considered to be partial.

On the contrary, the reduced prices of general offers and
discounts are taken into account during the price collection
of the CPI. In Greece the general winter and summer sales
are established by law as follows:

— Winter sales: mid January — end February

— Summer sales: mid July — end August.

After the end of the sales period, the prices come again to
their normal level before the sales, therefore not affecting
the Index over a 12-month period.

19. Christmas and Easter bonuses

The increased prices, due to the extra charge paid as
"Christmas and Easter bonuses" for some categories of ser-
vices (catering services, hairdressing salons and barbers,
taxis) are taken into account for the computation of the
Consumer Price Index, for the time interval these bonuses
are paid.

Christmas and Easter bonuses are paid for a fixed time
period which usually ranges from 3 to 4 weeks for Christmas
and 2 weeks for Easter (depending on the category of
services).

Nevertheless, during the-last years the "Christmas and

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Easter bonuses" are not a general rule for all the afore-
mentioned categories of services and therefore the increase
in the prices due to the bonuses is taken into account only
for those services (according to price collection) for which
Christmas and Easter bonuses are actually paid. In addition,
from 2010 onwards the extra charge on taxi rates paid as
"Christmas and Easter bonuses" is no longer valid.

20. Public Utility Corporations tariffs

The readjustment in the tariffs of public utility corporations
(DEH - Electric Power Corporation, EYDAP - Water Supply
Corporation for Athens, etc.) are treated by calculating the
mean weighted changes in the relevant tariffs, recorded for
the total of the household of the Country and on the basis of
the data provided by the public utility corporations. These
data are provided by the corporations in the framework of
Commission Regulation (EC) No 2646/98 "as regards
minimum standards for the treatment of tariffs in the com-
pilation of the Harmonized Index of Consumer Prices".

For fixed and mobile telephony companies the calculation
of the sub-index of services provided by company (service
provider) is calculated on the basis of the mean weighted
change in the prices of the services provided (by company).
The weights used are the revenues of each company for the
services provided to private households during the base year
(2009). For the calculation of the sub-indices of fixed and
mobile telephony, the corresponding sub-indices per com-
pany are weighted on the basis of the total revenues of
these companies, which come from the provision of tele-
phone services to private households during the base year.
