Note: Apart from the national Consumer Price Index, EL.STAT. also com-

piles the Harmonized Index of Consumer Prices (HICP).

The Harmonized Indices of Consumer Prices are compiled by the member
states of the European Union in conformity with the Council and
Commission Regulations, in order to provide comparable data for
international inflation.comparisons and, in particular, for the assessment
of the price stability convergence criterion, as it is required by the EU
Convention.

It should also be pointed out that the Harmonized Indices of Consumer
Prices are not used within the country as indices for indexing or wage
negotiations.

There are several similarities and differences as well between the national
Consumer Price Index (base year 1999=100,0) and the relevant
Harmonized Consumer Price Index (base year 1996=100,0).
Consequently, the above indices cannot be fully compared to each other.

From January 2006 onwards the HICP has being calculated with base
year 2005 = 100,0, instead of 1996 = 100,0, that was the base year until
December 2005, in compliance with the relevant Commission Regula-
tion.

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Note: The Producer Price Index (PPI) in Industry has being released since
January 2005, replacing the compiled until December 2004 Wholesale
Price Index of Finished Goods. The purpose of the PPI in Industry is to
measure the monthly rates of change in the prices of goods produced in
the economic territory and sold in the domestic market or exported to
eurozone and non-eurozone countries.

The revision of the PPl in Industry, with base year 2005=100,0, took place
within the framework of the Short-Term Statistics (STS) Council Regulation
(EC) 1165/98 "concerning short-term statistics". According to this
Regulation the index in question is updated every five (5) years, in years
ending in 0 or 5. This revision is based on the new Eurostat Classification
NACE Rev.2, at the level of Categories of Economic Activity (Council
Regulation 1893/06), as well as the new Eurostat Classification CPA 2008,
at product level (Council Regulation 451/08). The Regulation 1165/98 pro-
vides for a breakdown into domestic and non-domestic market for the PPI,
while the amendment Regulation 1158/05 introduces a further distinction
of the non-domestic market index into eurozone and non-eurozone
countries. Data concerning the PPI series comprising the distinction of the
non-domestic market index in eurozone and non-eurozone countries are
available from January 2004 onwards.

The revised PPI in Industry, with base year 2005=100,0, has being
published since February 2009, with January 2009 as the first reference
month. The revised time series of the index, with base year 2005=100,0,
are available from January 2000 onwards.

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Note: The Import Price Index (MPI) in Industry has being compiled since
October 2005. The purpose of the MPI in Industry is to measure the
monthly rates of change in the prices of goods imported in the economic
territory from the eurozone and non-eurozone countries.

The recent revision of the MPI in Industry, with base year 2005=100,0,
took place within the frame of the Short-Term Statistics (STS) Council
Regulation (EC) 1165/98 "concerning short-term statistics". According to
this Regulation the index in question is revised every five (5) years, in
years ending in 0 or 5. This revision is based on the new Eurostat
Classification NACE Rev.2 (Council Regulation 1893/06), as well as on
the new Eurostat Classification CPA 2008 (Council Regulation 451/08),
at product level.

The revised MPI in Industry, with base year 2005=100,0, has being
released since March 2009, with January 2009 as the first reference
month. The MPI data series, with base year 2005=100,0, are available
from January 2000 onwards, while the series with the distinction in
eurozone and non-eurozone countries have being released from January
2004 onwards.
