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PREFACE

The Hellenic Statistical Authority responding to the necessity of updating and improving the quality
of the compiled indices, and always in compliance with European and international standards, revised
the Turnover Index in Retail Trade with base year 2005=100,0.

During the previous revision (2000=100,0), it was deemed necessary to measure not only the
value changes in retail trade but also the volume changes, when calculating the Retail Trade Volume
Index.

During the latest revision (2005=100,0) the new EU (Eurostat) NACE Rev.2 statistical classification
was used and parallel series were calculated for the Turnover index and the Volume index, including and
excluding automotive fuel.

The purpose of the Turnover Index and the Volume Index is the observation of the turnover
changes both in current and constant prices for the retail trade enterprises, showing the development
of the goods market.

We hope that these indices will be useful tools for decision makers in both the public and private
sectors.

ELSTAT wishes to thank all retail trade enterprises for their cooperation and their contribution to
the production of the statistical data.

REVISED TURNOVER INDEX
IN RETAIL TRADE
(2005=100,0)

1. Introduction

The Retail Trade Turnover Index is a continuation of
the Retail Sales Value Index which was being compiled
by the National Statistical Service of Greece (NSSQG)
during the period of 1963-2004.

The Retail Sales Value Index was first compiled in
1963, with base year January 1963=00,0. Further on,
several revisions of the Index took place: January
1967=100.0, June 1974=100.0, January 1988=100.0,
the year 1995=100.0, the year 2000=100.0 and the
year 2005=100.0

During the revision of the Index in 2000 (2000=100,0),
pursuant to Council Regulation (EC) 1165/98 concerning
short term statistics, it was deemed necessary to change
its name to “Retail Trade Turnover Index” and to intro-
duce the measurement of volume changes in retail trade
when calculating the “Retail Trade Volume Index”.

The new NACE Rev. 2 Classification was used for
the latest revision of the “Retail Trade Turnover Index”
(base year 2005=100,0) in conjunction with the calcu-
lation of the Turnover and Retail Trade Volume Indices
with the inclusion and non inclusion of automotive fuel.

2. Purpose of the index - Collected input data

The purpose of the Retail Trade Turnover Index is to
show the development of the goods market. The index
is adjusted on the basis of the number of working days
of each month but is not seasonally adjusted. Turnover
comprises the totals invoiced by the enterprise during
the reference period, which. correspond to the resale of
goods without any further transformation. The data col-
lected each month refer to sales effected (both retail
and wholesale), excluding VAT but including other du-
ties and taxes on the goods.

The sales volume represents the value of turnover
in constant prices, and is as such a quantum index. It
can be calculated as turnover at current prices, deflat-
ed by the deflator of sales, or as a quantum index de-
riving directly from the quantity of goods sold.

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3. Revision of the Index — Statistical Classification

The latest revision of the Retail Trade Turnover In-
dex, with the year 2005=100.0 was also carried out,
pursuant to the above Regulation No 1165/98, accord-
ing to which the short-term Indexes, are updated every
five years, especially in years ending in O or 5.

The purpose of the revision of the Retail Trade
Turnover Index is to adapt the index to structural
changes of retail trade sector by renewing the sample
of enterprises that are surveyed, as well as the extrap-
olation factors which are used.

During the aforementioned revision of the Retail
Trade Turnover Index, with the year 2005=100.0 peri-
od, the new EU (Eurostat) NACE Rev.2 statistical clas-
sification of economic activities was used, in conformity
with Regulation (EC) 1893/2006 of the Council and the
European Parliament. The most important change in
the Retail Trade section of the new NACE Reuv. 2 clas-
sification, compared to NACE Rev. 1, is that the retail
sale of automotive fuel and lubricants is classified un-
der retail trade and not under the “trade, maintenance
and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles” division
of NACE Rev. 1.

The revised Retail Trade Turnover Index
(2005=100,0), according to the new NACE Rev. 2 clas-
sification, covers the economic activity divisions identi-
fied by codes 4711 to 4799.

The revised Retail Trade Turnover Index (base year
2005=100,0) was based on the data of the Business
Register compiled from administrative sources, in ac-
cordance with the turnover data of retail trade enter-
prises of the year 2005.

4. Survey planning — Selection of the sample of en-
terprises

The survey for the compilation of the revised Retalil
Trade Turnover Index (2005=100.0) included 38.347
retail trade enterprises listed in the Business Register,
which belong to the economic activity divisions identi-
fied by the 4-digit codes 47.11 to 47.99 inclusive in the
NACE Rev: 2 statistical classification and which have
an annual turnover (in 2005) ‘equal to or higher than
200,000 euros. The survey covers trade carried out
both on the premises of the aforesaid enterprises and
outside their premises, for example trade carried out
by mail order, at open-air stalls and markets, by travel-
ling sales representatives, etc.

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In addition, the new survey includes retail stores
selling automotive fuel and lubricants (service stations)
which, according to NACE Rev. 1 were classified in the
motor vehicles trade section.

It seemed to be infeasible to collect the necessary
statistical data from such a large number of enterprises
and, on a monthly basis; a random sample of 1,609
enterprises was therefore selected, of which 755 are
based in Attica and 854 in other areas of the Country,
throughout the 48 prefectures.

The method of single-stage stratified random sam-
pling was applied for the selection of the enterprises to
be included in the sample. In each of the four-digit
classes of economic activity the enterprises belonging
to the target population were further stratified in six
turnover classes(strata) according to the size of their
annual turnover for 2005, as follows:

1st class: 200.000 - 400.000 euro
2nd class:  400.001 — 900.000 »
3rd class: 900.001 — 2.500.000 »
4th class: 2.500.001 — 10.000.000 »
5th class: 10.000.001 — 40.000.000 »
6th class: 40.000.001 and more euro

The enterprises in the highest turnover class (6) are
surveyed on a census basis (take-all stratum). The fol-
lowing table gives breakdowns of the sample surveyed,
by aggregated economic activity classes and turnover
value.

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5. Compilation of the Turnover Index in
Retail Trade

5.1. Estimation of the turnover values

In order to compile the index, the enterprises of the
sample must first estimate the turnover value Yn for
the current month, m, which will then be compared
with the corresponding estimation for the previous
month Y., (moving index).

The turnover estimation for the current month is ob-
tained by extrapolation on the entire set of relevant da-
ta supplied by the enterprises of the sample. This is
achieved by multiplying the monthly turnover value of
each enterprise by an appropriate extrapolation factor
and then summing up the partial products. The extrap-
olation factor for each turnover stratum h (4 digit eco-
nomic activity x Turnover size class) is defined as the
quotient obtained by dividing the total number of enter-
prises Nh by the number of enterprises in sample nh.

The extrapolation factor an for each enterprise in
the stratum h is given by the equation

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5.2. Reduction of turnover values to a typical
month

The initial turnover value estimates for the four-digit
classes refer to calendar months which do not all have
the same number of working days (e.g. February,
March, etc.),and therefore all the compiled indices are
not comparable. The monthly indices for the four-digit
classes are made comparable by adjusting the indices
in order to make them indices of equal duration.

To this end, the turnover estimates are multiplied by
a special correction factor which is different for each
month of the year.

The correction factor is calculated by dividing the
mean monthly number of working days in the given

year by the number of regular working days in the
month under consideration, as follows:

5.3. Calculation of the index

The revised Retail Trade Turnover Index is calculat-
ed by the chaining method.

First the moving-base index is calculated by com-
paring the ‘estimated’ turnover value for the current
month with the corresponding value of the previous
month.

The fixed-base index for each of the four-digit class-
es of economic activity for the current month, m, is ob-
tained by multiplying the moving-base index by the
fixed-base index for the previous month.

6. Calculation of the Retail Trade Volume Index

The Retail Trade Volume Index is obtained from the
Retail Trade Turnover Index if the latter is deflated on
the basis of the Consumer Price Index (CPI), as fol-
lows:

Using CPI data, deflator-indices are compiled for the
corresponding groups of the Turnover Index. More
specifically, deflators are calculated for the General In-
dex and for 8 of the 9 categories of economic activity
classes of the index; it should be noted that no deflator
is calculated for the last category, ‘Sales not in stores’
because it is not possible to calculate the required de-
flator.

In order to deflate the Turnover Index and convert it
to a Volume Index, the individual Turnover Indices are
divided by the appropriate deflators.

7. Breakdown of the Retail Trade Turnover and Vol-
ume Indices

The Retail Trade Turnover Index refers to the whole
country. The General Index is composed of the sepa-
rate indices for the nine (9) categories of aggregated
economic activity classes. These categories result from
the aggregation of the relevant economic activity class-
es (NACE Rev. 2 codes: 47.11-47.99).

It should be noted that the corresponding categories
of the previous Retail Trade Turnover and Volume In-
dices (2000=100,0) were eight. The additional catego-
ry in the revised Retail Trade Turnover and Volume In-
dices (2005=100,0) resulted from the inclusion of the
retail sale of automotive fuel and lubricants under retail
trade.

The Volume Index in Retail Trade is broken down in-
to 9 categories, similarly to the abovementioned break-
down.

For the latest revision of the Retail Trade Turnover
and Volume Indices (2005=100.0), it was deemed nec-
essary to calculate parallel series for those indices in-
cluding and excluding fuel. This was due to the inclu-
sion of fuel in retail trade in order to maintain compara-
bility with the previous series of the Retail Trade
Turnover and Volume indices (2000=100,0).

To establish the link with the previous Retail Trade
Turnover and Volume indices (2000=100,0), backcast-
ing was used for these series, including and excluding
fuels, until December 2008 inclusive, pursuant to Com-
mission Regulation (EC) 472/2008 concerning back-
casting. Backcasting of revised index series
(2005=100,0) that include fuel is feasible and has been
used since January 2005, whilst for the corresponding
series that do not include fuel, backcasting is per-
formed since January 1995.

9. Release and publication of data of the Retai Trade
Turnover and Volume Indices

The time series of the revised Retail Trade Turnover
and Volume: Indices (2005=100,0), which include fuel
are being published from 2005 onwards, whereas the
time series of the same indices, which do not include
fuel are being published from 1995 onwards include
the indices derived from reduction (period, January
1995 — December 2008) and the indices from January
2009 that are calculated on the basis of turnover data
from the new sample of surveyed enterprises and on
the basis of the information obtained from these new
extrapolation factors.
