1. The statistical series published in this issue have been
compiled either directly or indirectly through the central and
regional services of the Ministry of Economy and Finance.
Thus, no special mention is made for each source of
information for each table separately. However it is necessary
to mention some general data sources for each chapter.

2. The data on state revenue and expenditures have been
generally based on:

a) the analytical monthly records showing the monthly
receipts and payments effected by the Public Cashiers,
submitted to the General Accounting Office,

b) the annual statement of the Ministries’ expenditures
showing the annual expenditures, by type of expenditure and
by respective agency.

¢) the special provisional balance sheet of the State, com-
piled by the General Accounting Office, showing assets and
liabilities of the State Fund, together with relative balances, as
well as the outstanding public debt.

3. The data relating to income taxation of individuals and
legal entities are based on the income declarations which are
submitted by tax payers and are processed by the Revenue
and Expenditure Section of the Ministry of Finance.

4. The data relating to the pensioners of Public Services
are provided by the General Accounting Office.

5. Wherever necessary, the data were rounded up to the
next final digit. For this reason, certain tables are likely to show
a slight difference between the sum of the partial figures and
their grand total.

6. For a better presentation of the material included in this
publication, the tables have been preceded by a relevant
analysis concerning the state revenue and expenditures for
the years 2002 — 2008.

7. For all the time series the conversion into euro has been
done using the irrevocably fixed conversion rate: 1euro = 340,75 drs.

The main indirect taxes are:

8. Taxes on imported goods (customs receipts). As
already mentioned, these taxes are levied on goods
which are imported in the Country. They are imposed
either for saving purposes or for the protection of local
production and they are collected by the Custom Offic -
es of the State. This category of taxes also includes tax-
es levied on the products of oil refineries and on sugar
of local production, given that these products are sub-
jected to the same taxation regulations with the import -
ed ones.

9. Business turnover tax on domestic goods and
services. Since 1987 the major part of the above tax
was replaced by the value added tax (VAT).

10. Value added tax (VAT). From 1987 onwards, this
tax is imposed on imported goods, industrial, handicraft,
agricultural and transport enterprises, on electric
production companies, on telecommunications, hotel,
banking, advertiseming activities, on car repairing,
construction enterprises, on petroleum products and
lubricants and their derivatives, on tobacco manu-
facturing enterprises and on other activities of any kind
(see table IV: 3, page 50).

11. Tobacco tax. This includes the tax imposed on
tobacco consumed in any form (cigars, cigarettes, etc.).
The revenue secured from this source represents a sig-
nificant percentage of the state revenue.

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12. Tax on alcohol and alcoholic drinks. This tax is
imposed on the consumption of alcohol and alcoholic
drinks and it is calculated on the basis of their content
in dry alcohol. It is also imposed on the consumption of
beer of domestic or foreign origin.

13. Recreation and luxury tax. The principal reve -
nue of this category of taxes comes from the taxes on
luxury articles and on business such as restaurants,
night clubs, etc.

14. Circulation duties and special duties and
contributions on motor cars. This category includes:
a) road tax, b) lump sum contribution for motor vehicles
registered for the first time, c) registration fees, d) any
additional receipts related to the circulation of vehicles.

15. Capital transfer tax. This kind of tax is general-
ly imposed on any transfer concerning real estate or
ships.

16. Stamp tax. The stamp tax generally includes
several duties collected by the State either through ad-
hesive stamps, stamped paper or vouchers issued by
the Public Fund. These duties cover an extended cate -
gory of official documents, certificates, receipts, con-
tracts, claims and other deeds of any kind.

Other revenue of ordinary budget

17. Besides taxation receipts, which represent a
significant percentage of the State’s total revenue, the
State can secure revenue from other sources. These
other sources include, among others, the following two
categories:

18. Receipts from services.

19. Receipts from the State’s participation in the
profits of Organisations. The State participates in the
profits of certain Organisations mainly originating from
the Bank of Greece and the Consignation and Loans
Fund.

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Remuneration of civil servants

4. The salaries of civil servants, including members
of the armed forces, constitute a considerable part of
the state budget expenditures. The wages and salaries
of civil servants and members of the armed forces in-
clude: basic salary, benefits of any kind, extra payments
for overtime work, transport expenses, renumeration for
the participation in councils and committees, as well as
hospitalization and funeral expenses. They also include
travel expenses, subsidies to insurance funds of civil
servants, contributions to the Social Insurance Institute
(IKA) for personnel on contract, as well as subsidies for
the remuneration of clergymen. In addition to these,
there are also the state budget subsidies to public hos-
pitals covering the remuneration of their personnel.
