1. Classification. Conunoditics are de-
fined and classified according to the «Stan-
dard» [International 'Trade Classification
(S.I.T.C.).

2. Geographical breakdown. Arcas
and countries of origin aund destination are
defined according to monetary areas.

3. System of trade. Spccial trade, i.e.
imports directly for domestic consumption
pPlus imports customs cleared from honded
warchouses or free zones; cxports of na-
tional merchandise, namely goods wholly
or partly produced or manufactured in the
country, plus exports of nationalized goods
(i.e., goods which have been included in
special imports and are then exported).

4. Valuation. Imports are valued e.i.f.»
that is «cost, insurance and freight» to the
port or place of entry at the Greck fron-
tier, excluding customs duty and internal
taxes. Exports are valued f.o.b, that is
«frec on board» ship or other mecans of in-
ternational transport at the port or place

of despatch at the Greek frontier, inclu-
ding export duties and internal taxes.

Data are expressed in thou-
sand drachmae cxcept where otherwise in-
dicated.

7. Quantity. Data are given in metric
tons except where otherwise indicated.
