i. Classitication. Commodities are de-
fined and classified according to the «Stan-
dard» International Trade Classification

(5.1.T.C.).

2. Geographical breakdown. Areas
and countries of origin and destination are
defined according to monetary areas.

3. System of trade. Special trade, i.e.
imports divectly for domestic consumption
plus imports customs cleared from bonded
warehouses or free zones; exports of na-
tional merchandise, namely goods wholly
or partly produced or manufactured in the
country, plus exports of nationalized goods
(i.e., goods which have been included in
special imports and are then exported).

4. Valuation, Imports are valued c.i.f.,
that is «cost, insurance and freight» to the
port or place of entry at the Greek fron-
tier, exciuding customs duty and internal
taxes. Exports are valued f.o0.b., that is
«free on board» ship or other means of in-
ternational transport at the port or place
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of despatch at the Greek frontier, inclu-
ding export duties and internal taxes.

5, Value. Data are expressed in thou-
sand drachmae cxcept where otherwise in-
dicated.

6. Drachmae. New drachmae (1 new

dr. = 1000 old dr.).

7. Quantity. Data are given in metric
tons except where otherwise indicated.

8. In all the tables, the sum of indivi-
dual figures may differ slightly from the
total shown, as the result of rounding.

9. The items of the Tables 5 and 6
show the principal countries.
