1. Classification, a) In tables 3-34,
5 and 6 commodities are defined aceording
to the Greek Customs Tarifl, b) In tables 4
and 7 commodities are classified according
to the Standard International Trade Clas-
sification (S.LT.C.).

2. Geographical breakdown.(Table 2).
Arcas and countries of origin and destinati-

on are defined according to monetary areas.

3. System of trade. Special irade, i.e.
imports directly for domestic consumptlon
plus imports customs cleared from bonded
warehouses or free zones; exports of na-
tional merchandise, namely goods wholly
or partly produced or manufactured in the
country, plus exports of nationalized goods
(i.e., goods which have been included in
special imports and are then exported).

ding export duties and internal taxes.
