Imports are valued c.i.l.,
that is «Cost, insurance and freight» to the
port or place of entry at the Greek fron-
tier, excluding customs duty and internal
taxes. Exports are valued [o.b., that is
«free on board» ship or other means of in-
ternational fransport at the port or place
of dispatch at the Greek frontier, includ-
ing exporl duties and internal taxes.

5. value. Dala are expressed in thou-
sand drachmae, except where otherwise in-
dicated.

6. Drachmae. N ew drachmae (1 new
dr.=10600 old dr.).

7. Quantity. Data are given in melric
tons. However in some cases the quantity
IS given in another unit which is shown
after the designation of the commodity.

8. In all the tables, the sum of individ-
ual [figures may differ slightly from the
Lotal shown, as the result of rounding.
